FIRST VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT:   Tony Gill reported that there has been a 
spate of burglaries in Lower Merion Township, notably Bala, Merion and Gladwyne; 
most are incidents of homes being broken into when the owners are not home; however, 
especially this time of year we all have to be vigilant.  The police continuously urge all 
residents to not hesitate to report any unusual activity.  Tony also informed us that several 
police have been assigned “Burglary Duty”. 
 
In line with this, Lisa Healy reported that one of our mail carriers mentioned that there 
have been burglaries of packages left on porches in the owner’s absence.  If you notice a 
delivery on a neighbor’s porch and you know they are at work, bring the item into your 
house until they arrive home. 
 
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Gary reported that as of November 30, 2009, there is 
$3,595.81 in the treasury. 
 
SCHOOL BOARD REPORT:   Lower Merion is scheduled to open in September, 2010.  
The cost of both projects (Harriton and Lower Merion) was completed on time and did 
not exceed budget. 
 
OLD BUSINESS:  The September, October and November minutes were approved. 
 
NEW BUSINESS:  Ronni Diaz and Dave Smith were both nominated and elected to 
serve on the Board. 
Commissioner-Elect Rick Churchill was named Sergeant-At-Arms.
